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SKF is a leading global supplier of products,
solutions and services in the area comprising
rolling bearings, seals, mechatronics, services and
lubrication systems.

3. Results of match between teams with equal points
4. Penalty kick contest according to FIFA rules

Each team may register a maximum of 16 players.

Referees
Local referees of high standard will referee all
games.

Meet the World Cup is organized by SKF and Gothia
Cup.
